Sometimes a piece will be true to an original,
other times elements of the design are used - for example using the panelling of a dress in a
skirt, or taking a formal number and altering it to make it more casual. Inspiration also comes

from sketches, old movies, photography and illustrations, the possibilities are endless.
Fabrics are sourced from across the globe, London, Paris, Turkey and Thailand to name but
a few.
